VTCT Level 2 Certificate in Hairdressing and Beauty Therapy
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Course Description
Hairdressing and beauty therapy has been and remains an extremely popular vocational area that many young people are enthused by and aspire too. The aim of the VTCT Level 2 Certificate in Hairdressing and Beauty Therapy (VRQ) is to use the hair and beauty sector as a vehicle to develop learners more broadly, so they are sufficiently prepared and equipped with the knowledge, understanding and skills to pursue a career of any context. In this qualification, learners will use hairdressing and beauty therapy and related industries (i.e. retail, leisure, fashion, marketing, media, business etc.) to develop themselves and, in particular, the skills and attributes prized by employers, further education colleges and higher education institutions
	This qualification has been designed in line with recent policy developments, including the Review of Vocational Education – The Wolf Report (March 2011) and meets the Department for Education’s (DFE’s) characteristics for high-quality and rigorous qualifications and aims to support young people to:
 • develop a broad and comprehensive understanding of the hair and beauty sector.
 • develop a significant knowledge core which spans the entire vocational sector and related industries.
 • develop academic and study skills that will support progression within hair and beauty and more broadly. 
  • to learn a range of practical skills to support progression in the hair and beauty industry.
