	Description of Course: 
Psychology is the study of mind and behaviour. The A level consists of study at year 12 and year 13. The qualification is linear and is therefore assessed at the end of year 13 by way of multiple examinations.
Year 12 focuses on : 
Introducing Psychology as an academic discipline through teaching of the various approaches e.g. Sociological and Cognitive approaches and perspectives.
Research Methods is also studied with a focus on traditional methodology and data analysis.
Year 13 Focuses on: 
A continuation of the areas studied in year 12 with optional areas studied which may include topics such as Forensic Psychology, Schizophrenia and Relationships. Whilst Research Methods runs throughout both years of the course, Debates and Issues in Psychology are introduced encouraging higher critical thinking skills whilst developing wider subject knowledge.

Possible court visits / Prison visits to gain an insight of where Psychology meets the English Legal System (Forensic Psychology)
Field trips to conduct Psychological Investigations.
