	Description of Course:
The A-Level Art, Craft and Design course provides students with opportunities to develop personal responses to ideas, observations, experiences, environments and cultures in practical, critical and contextual forms. The course comprises 4 units. Two are delivered in year 12 and two in year 13. Students are introduced to a variety of experiences employing a range of art media, processes and techniques appropriate to their interests. We are currently offering opportunities in painting, drawing, printmaking, ceramics, glass, photography and textiles.

Unit 1: AS Coursework Portfolio – The Portfolio consists of at least one extended collection of work, or project, based on an idea, concept, theme or issue, from initial starting point to a realisation.
Unit 2: AS Externally Set Assignment – Students produce a body of work from a choice of five inspiring starting points. A portion of the preparatory work is produced under controlled conditions.(5 hours)
Unit 3: A2 Personal Investigation – Students produce a personal investigation based on an idea, issue,
concept or theme. This is a practical unit with supporting written material of a critical, analytical nature of no less than 1000 words and no more than 3000 words.
Unit 4: A2 Externally Set Assignment – Students produce a body of work from a choice of eight inspiring starting points competing a their final outcome under controlled conditions (15 hours)

The AS and A2 courses may now be run as discrete courses, however, we are retaining the AS course in year 12 to support our students within a more formalised structure and  retain the advantages of moderation by AQA examiners in the first year of study.

Enrichment Opportunities:
Enrichment opportunities open to students for the A-Level course include gallery visits and inspirational site visits around the UK and Europe.

Why Study Art and Design? 
The A-Level Art and Design course is ideal for students who want to find a way of creatively expressing themselves allowing students to develop their own interests and enjoyment of Art and Design. The course gives a solid foundation of knowledge, techniques and processes appropriate to those wishing to pursue Art and Design in Higher Education or a career in the creative industries.
