Generating Ideas

Skills of designing and developing ideas.



	The student can create some imaginative responses to given stimuli. They can adapt and develop designs working towards expressing specific ideas.
Student may be reliant on additional stimuli and teacher guidance.
Use of drawing to communicate ideas may be inconsistent or hesitant.

	Student is able to work more independently to generate several design solutions/ideas in response to given stimuli.
Student can explore a sequence of design steps to develop and improve work. 
There is clear evidence of the student applying acquired knowledge to inform their design work.
	Student works with purpose and confidence.  Student is consistently able to make considered selection from research elements to enhance their ideas. Risk taking and greater originality is evident. The student can work beyond immediate stimuli, making links with prior knowledge to produce creative and original ideas. 
	Student is purposeful and independent. Responses are imaginative, original and communicate meaning. Student makes selective use of critical and contextual research. Making

Skills of making in art, craft and design.



	The student can select and use a range of media. They work effectively and with growing confidence to develop their practical skills. Typically, they attempt to use simple perspective and there is an emerging control of media and accuracy of technique. 
Additional technical assistance may be given
Use of media may be hesitant with emerging skills

	The student is able to plan and execute their own work. They can refine and develop outcomes with some guidance. They are able to learn and apply new techniques with success. 
There is greater awareness of the properties and potential of the media and methods being explored. There is evidence of finer control and the student attempts greater complexity in their compositions. 
	Work is competent, independent and organised. There is secure application of learned techniques. The student works independently to refine and develop work in progress. Work demonstrates good understanding of link artists.
The student is confident in their selection and use of media and techniques. They will explore and exploit the potential of media to realise their intentions.
	Student has a highly developed ability to apply learned making techniques to effectively realise their intentions. They have the confidence to be experimental and will work purposefully to refine and develop their outcomes.

Evaluating

Skills of judgement, reflection, comparative study and planning.
	The student is able to identify and describe basic characteristics of art and design. They make use of previous experience to make value judgements in spoken and written exercises. 
They can describe their work and intentions identifying strengths in the work and aspects that can be improved.
Responses may be reliant on structured support. 
	The student can reflect upon their own and others work using descriptive and critical language. Value judgements are considered and purposeful. The student is able to give reasons for their responses and can qualify their design decisions referring to prior knowledge.
They begin to project possible scenarios and weigh up the value of their decisions when working.
	Critical thinking, self and peer assessment is integral to the student’s work ethic driving attainment and progress. They are able to discuss and present potential scenarios for practical work. They can sort information and make effective value judgements.
They can justify their opinions drawing on prior knowledge and giving relevant evidence to support their decisions, ideas and judgements.
	Analysis and comparative study is integral to the student’s working process. Critical and analytical thinking supports effective planning and sequencing of activities for their work.
They understand and explain how different types of art and design convey mood and meaning.

Knowledge

Acquiring knowledge about art processes, art generated across time and place, applying knowledge to enrich understanding and practical responses.

	The student is able to recognise and name different art forms including types of painting, craft, sculpture, design and architecture, photography and digital media. They use art materials with growing confidence having an elementary and improving understanding of the qualities of different media. They understand the value of studying the work of other artists, craftspeople and designers. They can select relevant information from given texts, with some additional guidance, to enrich their understanding and practical responses.
	The student has a broader and developing understanding of the codes and conventions that define the different creative forms in art, craft and design. Research is both purposeful and exploratory. They know how to apply their experience of practical art processes to design and make art works 
They know when and how to use their research to help them resolve creative problems to inform their own work. 

	The student has growing awareness of subtext and meaning in artworks. They understand that particular painting, craft and construction tools can be used to exploit and control the properties and surface characteristics of materials to convey meaning. Similarly they recognise how culture, time and tradition can affect and reflect the artist’s message and intention.
They work more intuitively and are more articulate in written and visual work.

	The student is inquiring and can draw on acquired knowledge and consolidated understanding to drive their creative responses.  Their work subsequently contains a higher level of sophistication in their handling of design tasks and there is greater innovation and creativity in written and practical responses.
They understand how individual experience and cultural contexts shape what artists and designers make and how we interpret art.
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	Emerging evidence of conscious use of punctuation. Simple, yet relevant, vocabulary choices.
Accurate basic spelling.  Random paragraph structure. Occasional use of sentence demarcation.

	Some control of a range of punctuation. Varied use of emerging vocabulary. Some accurate spelling of more complex words. Common words spelt correctly.  Usually coherent paragraphs. Mostly secure and sometimes accurate use of sentence demarcation.

	Mostly accurate use of punctuation. 
Increasingly sophisticated use of vocabulary, including complex and irregular words. Generally accurate spelling, including complex and irregular words. Consistently coherent use of paragraphs. Sentence demarcation is mostly secure and mostly accurate.
