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Course Description
ICT is a separate subject within the National Curriculum as well as a cross-curricular tool for all subjects.  As part of our accelerated KS4 curriculum our students are given every opportunity to progress at a pace suitable to their needs, through a well-planned ICT curriculum.  The curriculum allows our students to discover the capabilities of the various software packages; word processing, spreadsheets, databases, presentation packages and desktop publishing.  By the end of Year 9 most students should have laid a solid foundation towards securing a qualification in ICT providing them with a GCSE Grade. Areas covered will include file management, vector and bitmap image manipulation, ICT related legislation, web page design and many others.
Assessment Structure – Internally Portfolio Based – Externally Moderated

Assessment will consist of both external examination and internal through a teacher-assessed portfolio that will be externally moderated by the examining body. To complete the course students must be successful in meeting all the requirements of the assessments. Students are required to produce a portfolio of evidence pass the externally moderated examination. Candidates who fail to achieve the standard for a grade will be awarded an Ungraded.
Special Features
