	Description of Course:

In Year 12 and 13 you will study 6 units of work which are all of equal weighting. They are internally assessed and then moderated by an external verifier from Edexecel.

In Year 12 you will study the following units:

Unit 1 – Communication and Employability Skills for IT

This unit will enable you to understand both the personal attributes valued by employers and the principles of communicating effectively whilst developing effective communication skills and addressing their own personal development needs

Unit 2 – Computer Systems

This unit will enable you to understand the components of computer systems and develop the skills needed to recommend appropriate systems for business purposes and set up and maintain computer systems.

Unit 30 – Digital Design

This unit will enable you to understand different types of digital graphics images and file formats and to be able to create, edit, modify and manipulate digital images of various types and complexity.

In Year 13 you will study the follow units:

Unit 43 – Multimedia Design

This unit will allow you to understand how multimedia is used in business and will enable you to create a multimedia product to meet business needs. The skills developed in this unit are applicable to strand within the interactive media sector and involves using authoring software and the creative integration and visual material.

Unit 28 – Website Production

This unit will enable you to understand web architecture and the factors that affect its performance.  You will also design and create an interactive website.  

Unit 22 – Computer Game Design

This unit will ensure that you know about different types of computer games and understand the impact gaming has on society.  You will design, develop, test and document computer games.

You will learn and use a variety of skills throughout the course which are widely used in the world of work. These skills are in great demand and are recognised and highly valued by employers and colleges.
