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Course Description
You will study a wide variety of topics including:

Unit A731: Contemporary Themes in Geography
· Extreme Environments where you will study one hot desert, one non – UK mountain region and one recent earthquake.
· Similarities and Differences in settlement and population where you will study one UK and one non – UK place.  Pupils usually study Grantham and Mumbai.
· The global citizen where you will study the impact of one retail item.  For example the who is involved in producing a mobile phone and how do the decision that you make affect their lives.

Unit A732: Geographical Skills
· This unit teaches you a variety of Geography skills for example how to interpret an Ordnance Survey map.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Unit A733: Local Geographical Investigation
· You will carry out an investigation that explores the impacts that people’s decisions have on other people and the environment.  This will probably be assessed as an examination.

Assessment Structure
In year 9 you will study extreme environments and a recent earthquake.  Year 10 will be spent studying the global citizen and similarities and differences.  In your final year we will carry out the local geographical investigation and learn how to apply some geographical skills.  

At the end of year 11 you will take two examinations in the form of Unit A731 which is worth 50% of your final grade and Unit A732 which is worth 25 % of your final grade.  During the course you will also complete Unit A733, a controlled assessment worth 25% of your final grade.

Special features
All pupils will participate in a field trip in the local area.  Techniques and skills will be taught whilst on the field trip but assessed in the form of a written examination.

Why study this subject?
Geography is dynamic subject that is continually in the news.  Geography is the only subject in the national curriculum than enables pupils to use skills from other subjects with elements of English, Maths, Science, History, ICT and even Art and Physical Education!  This dynamic and diverse subject will put you in an ideal position when it is time to apply for college or apply for jobs.  Geography prepares you for a wide range of jobs that no other subject can. Some of the jobs you can do with Geography are: Police Officer, Fire Fighter, Pilot, Civil Servant, Research Scientist, Estate Agent, Designer, Architect, Marine Biologist, Environmental Scientist.
