	Pre-requisite Recommendations: To attain a C grade at GCSE in French.


	Description of Course: 
Students will be required to listen and respond to a variety of spoken sources as well, read and respond to a variety of written texts, use language accurately to express ideas and understand and apply grammatical structures. Over the two years students will study 4 topics with reference to target language countries as well as in a wider, global context. These include:
AS 

a) Leisure and Lifestyle: to include travel and tourism, sport, hobbies, entertainment (cinema, television and music) customs. 
b) The Individual and Society: to include relationships and responsibilities, gender issues, youth culture, healthy and unhealthy living.
A2

a) Environmental Issues: to include technology, pollution, global warming, transport, renewable energy, nuclear energy, renewable energy, conservation, sustainability, recycling.
b) Social and Political Issues: to include racism, immigration, social exclusion and integration.
c) A Cultural Study : a film director / film, an artist, an author or poet and a period in twentieth century history.

Oral 30% (Role play card, Structured Discussion on 2 cultural topics)
Listening, Reading and Writing 70%
