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Course Description

The course provides a real and engaging application of students' knowledge, skills and understanding of performing arts in a work-related context through putting on productions and presentations.

Assessment Structure
Students who are prepared to work hard and enjoy a practical approach will be successful on this course.  Unit 1: Skills Development is assessed by a practical portfolio (60%), allowing students to analyse and improve their own performance throughout their course.  For Unit 2: Showcase Performance students work as a production company in response to a brief set by AQA (40%).
Special Features 
Performing Arts is an opportunity for students to develop artistic creativity through their enthusiasm for performing.  Students work on practical assignments that are modelled on the performing arts industry, working both individually and in groups.
