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Course Description

This course is perfect for you if wish to progress onto further study whether this be in sixth form or at college, leading forward to university studies.  The content is specifically designed to support work in the field of Health and Social Care. This course provides a general introduction to the Health and Social Care services. 

The course combines elements of Sociology, Biology, Nutrition, Law and Ethics. Developing a students’ knowledge of Social, Psychological and Physiological issues that can impact on life, whilst discussing the standards of care that needs to be provided and maintained. Students will investigate the ways in which health and well being is promoted by health care workers, the different methods of communication and how to meet the needs of an individual who enters into the different health and social care settings. Students will explore the factors influencing human development and mental health issues in society and how the media has influenced the perception of our society

Assessment Structure: 
Students will be expected to create a portfolio of work to demonstrate the following units listed below. The course does require students to complete coursework which is externally moderated, there is also a requirement to complete an examination, which equates to 25% of the qualification.

Students will each be set an individual target, which could be Level 1, Level 2 Pass, Level 2 Merit or Level 2 Distinction at the beginning of the year and will be expected to work towards this target on all the set units whether these are core or optional specialist units.

All students will complete Human Lifespan Development, which looks at the development of individuals throughout the different life stages and the impact on an individual’s physical, intellectual, emotional and social development.  Students will also study the Health and Social Care Values and the impact of these in most health and social care settings and the importance to individuals of displaying these skills and promoting these values within the workplace

Special Features 	
A variety of visiting speakers will enhance the learning of students and how this will support the optional units which they complete.  We will look at the impact of nutrition on the health and well being of individuals.  Students will also look at public health campaigns and how these impact on the health and well being of individuals.
