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Course Description
This is an exciting and enjoyable course in which students seek to form their own opinions and consider those of others about a range of philosophical and ethical issues including war, racial and gender inequality, medical ethics and the value of human life, human relationships, good and evil, how the world began and what happens when we die.  
Assessment Structure
Students will be assessed via external examinations in year 11.  This course is an option subject and a full GCSE qualification.  
Special Features 
You do not need to have any religious affiliation to make the most of this course. It is based on the skills of gaining knowledge, understanding and being able to evaluate different points of view on the various issues studied. You will be encouraged to emphathise and research as well as develop and explain your personal point of view. The knowledge and communication skills taught in this subject will be valuable in other subjects too including English, History, Geography and Health and Social Care.
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
