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Course Description

Students study a variety of themes including crime and deviance, inequality, the family, socialisation, research methods, work and education from a sociological perspective.

Assessment Structure
Students will be assessed through two external examinations in Year 11.  There is no Controlled Assessment and there is only one examination tier. This is one of the academy’s GCSE option subjects.

It is based on the skills of gaining knowledge, understanding and being able to evaluate different points of view using a variety of different stimulus material. The knowledge and communication skills taught in this subject will be valuable in other subjects too, including English, History, Geography and Philosophy and Ethics.
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
